Who are we?

The position

For the position of Street Food Assistant Chef / Kitchen Staff we are looking for talented cooks with a
passion and love for street food who are eager to learn. The menu of Toekomstmuziek will consist of 8
street food main dishes of which 4 to 5 have already been developed; of the 8 dishes, at least one will
be vegan and one will be vegetarian. Every season the menu will change with regard to three to four
dishes.

As Street Food Assistant Chef / Kitchen Staff you will be assisting in preparing the street food dishes
and will work closely together with the Street Food Chef. You will also take part in coming up with new
ideas and creations for the menu. Lastly, you also find it important to make an impact within a broader
social context to help the community grow and become more open.
